(This information terminal makes it easier to plan for sightseeing.)

This information terminal can be installed in a public place. It allows travelers to look through a wide array of
timely information on city data, such as weather reports and events that occur on a trip. It helps visitors to plan
for sightseeing. The control panel moves toward or away from a user, which allows multiple users to take their
turns to use it without exchanging their positions. Information is displayed on four giant multiplex screens.
The table height and width provide for ease of use by a disabled person in a wheelchair. The voice guide
features and the one-touch numeric keypad are available for use by a visually impaired person. Even
better,once you have settled on your choice of travel arrangements, you can instantly print out your originally
scheduled plan with this information terminal. This makes a tour of city's sights more enjoyable.
